This summer we visited one 
of nature’s most beautiful 
places, the Antelope 
Canyon in Arizona. Made 
out of sandstone, the 
canyon is known for the 
patterns of light and color. 
The Antelope Canyon is 5 
million years old. 
The canyon has two levels 
connected by stairs. On the 
lower level, the sandstone 
has formed into many 
shapes. One looks like a 
dragon, and there is also a 
bird, a turtle, and even a 
fish! I was fascinated to see 
what erosion can do over a 
long period of time. 
Antelope Canyon was 
formed by wind and water 
deposited from a large body 
of water. The current moves 
sand down the river, and 

deposits it into the canyon. 
Over time, the bottom 
layers of sediment are 
compressed by the weight 

of newer deposits and 
gravity to form layers of 
sedimentary rock. 
When we visited Antelope 

Canyon this summer, we 
wore long socks to protect 
ourselves from bug bites. It 
is also important to be alert 
at all times for rattlesnakes. 
The steep stairs may also 
be difficult for some people 
to climb down, especially 
since they go down 164 feet 
to the bottom! However, it 
was worth it once we got 
there, because walking 
through the canyon past 
all the sandstone 
shapes was like walking 
through a beaut i fu l  
landscape painting.
